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Accreditation Steering Committee Objectives for 2022-23:

1. Monitor the timeline and process for developing the Institutional Self Evaluation Report (ISER)
and ensure that there is broad participation, including collecting and incorporating Collegewide
feedback and obtaining endorsements.

2. Finalize the ISER and submit to ACCJC in December 2022.

3. Monitor and support the development of responses to core inquiries during Spring 2023 as
needed.

4. Prepare and submit annual and fiscal reports to ACCJC.

5. Monitor the need to respond to requests from ACCJC related to being on enhanced fiscal
monitoring.

Progress Related to Objective 1 (Monitor ISER Timeline and Process/Ensure Broad Participation) and
Objective 2 (Finalize ISER/Submit). The Board of Trustees accepted the ISER on December 8, and we
submitted the ISER on December 13, which came out to 188 pages.

Congratulations and a huge thank you to everyone who served on the ISER teams*! And a very special
thank you to Judy Seto for her ongoing dedication to ensuring a smooth process and organizing 1,000
pieces of evidence!

We also wish to extend our deepest gratitude to members of the Accreditation Steering Committee,
Associated Students, the Academic Senate, the Classified Senate, the Administrators Association, and
the Participatory Governance Council for reviewing the ISER along the way.

Even those who weren’t directly involved in developing the ISER made this moment possible by doing
the work they do every day and developing a strong culture of ongoing improvement and a strong
culture of evidence, both of which are key to ensuring that we meet the Accreditation Standards.

Progress Related to Objective 3 (Monitor Responses to Core Inquiries). Our peer review team (chaired
by Dr. Erika Endrijonas of Pasadena City College and Dr. Mike Mufioz of Long Beach City College) has
received our ISER and will hold their ISER review meeting on March 22. We should receive the core
inquiries roughly two weeks after they meet, and then we will have the opportunity to respond as
needed leading up to our focused site visit during the week of October 2.

In the meantime, Chancellor Martin and AVC/ALO Charles met with Drs. Endrijonas and Mufioz today
(January 19) to discuss plans for the ISER review process this semester, including holding a collegewide
forum (timing TBD but likely in March).

Progress Related to Objective 4 (Prepare and Submit Annual and Fiscal Reports). These reports will be
due in Spring 2023 (likely in early April).

Progress Related to Objective 5 (Respond to Requests Related to Enhanced Monitoring). Chancellor
Martin, Academic Senate President Sapienza, and AVC/ALO Charles appeared before ACCJC on January
12 to review the actions that the College has taken to address ACCIC’s concerns regarding our fiscal
health.
